It contends that the current imperative calls
for a renewed focus on the development of a criminalistics strateqy geared toward addressing criminology’s
strategic goals. The research highlights the pressing need for the establishment of a new forensic sub-
discipline, particularly military forensics, and underscores the significance of leveraging digital forensic
technologies in modern criminal activities, thereby underscoring the importance of digital criminalistics.
Specialized attention is directed towards the intricacies of identifying, documenting, and investigating war
crimes in Ukraine. The research identifies prospective avenues for criminalistics research in this field.
