Differences in Conducting Forensic Examination Across the Globe

The paper outlines peculiarities of performing forensic medical examination across the
globe. Each country has its own approach to organizing this process, reflected in different
methodologies, ethical standards and legal requirements. Particular attention is paid to
comparing the independence of medical examiners in the US, UK and Canada with the
work of forensic experts in Japan and the People’s Republic of China, where forensic ex-
aminations are often performed by government authorities. The authors also study the
differences in the approach to evidence and its recognition, as well as accessibility of fo-
rensic medical examinations for defendants in various countries.
